1 — After the neeting with the prisoners who were rel eased
a few days before this addendum we are sure that our three
brothers who are with 85 Pakistanis really were noved nore
than two nonths ago to Tajikistan, and fromthere to
Mashhad, Iran. Those prisoners renenbered the nanes of al

of our brothers and they descri bed them They renenbered



that they conpl ained very strenuously to the adm nistrator
of the prisoners, whose nane was Mij ahid, and he was a
corporal in charge of the prisoners within the prison. They
mentioned to himthat they were not able to stay with the
Paki stanis in the sane place, he noved themin with the

Af ghani s, they al so nentioned to himthat they m ght act as
if they had recovered conpletely fromtheir injuries, and
that their norale was very high. The prisoners said that
after they had noved the Arab and Paki stani brothers, under
an attenpt to nove the Afghani prisoners, these attenpts
were a failure. The first attenpt failed in Masoud’ s

ai rpl ane whi ch was conmng to transport them Another tine,
the truck rolled over with the prisoners and guards,
killing eight guards, two Pakistanis and four Taliban and
injured others, and these events halted conpletely with the
arrival of the last airplane. Because of this, there were

i deas being tossed around that they were trying to get rid
of the nost inportant of our brothers.

A — Qperations to nediate, directly or indirectly, in
alimted way with the Iranians to tal k about rel easing the
prisoners. It will be sonewhere between dipl omacy and
threats with an operation which is sonething against their
i nterests.

B — The operation to take |Iranian hostages to trade
for our prisoners will enbarrass Iran quite a bit
nationally, as a truly noderate party in Afghanistan, then
for a country whose feelings clearly run that way. The
operation will becone a statenent to Muslins in general to
confirmand delimt their position. There wll be
responses, both positive and negative, but it is not bad to
have di scussions about it. Maybe the Taliban will benefit
from sonme of this.

C — OQperation to bonb sonething Iran has an interest
in, and the threat to repeat that if they do not rel ease
the prisoners. This could be in Pakistan or in an Arab
country, lran’s interests are spread all over the world.

The first solution is best for us, and it could open the
door through which the Taliban may return as well.

2 — The tinme of Hanza s (the Pakistani) punishnent has
ended or passed. Please send himback to us, we need him
urgently. W have started to shrink unnoticeably, but the
training programis al nost over and we will start the
operations training in the next few days. During this tineg,
| will go through the training for personality and courage,
and the necessary preparations to conduct an operation that



is successful, and has an inpact on the general situation,
if God wills.

1 — Wth praise to God, we have destroyed one of the
eneny’s cars on the way to Maradbi k using an 82 mm nortar,
and we destroyed another car on the way to Bakram using a
tank. Also, in Bakramwe scored a direct hit of two eneny
tanks, and now we are trying to hit the third tank which is
in front of our position after they withdrewthe fourth
tank. If you were here with us while we were shooting at
them using Abu Turrab’ s tank, you woul d have | aughed at the
way they were running away!

2 — After three days of unrelenting attenpts, we were
finally able to neet with Shei kh Muhammad Rabbani. We

tal ked to him about:

a — things dealing with
the prisoners. After bringing up the issue of pursuing
their rel ease, he asked ne not to get inextricably involved
with any faction as an attenpt for us (Arabs) to rel ease
our brothers or to get support to them because we heard
that they are not in a good situation and they need noney
(this is fromthe three who brought news that they are in
Bengshir). He said that we are sending them aid, which
will go to all of themw thout exception.

He specified one of the intelligence officials for us
to work with on this issue. He asked us not to attenpt
trading with them for noney, as this would open a door that
woul d not cl ose.

b — 1 asked himfor the paper for the car or for a
car. Then he told nme that he heard that you had sent us
two cars. | denied this, and refuted the story of the cars
since the beginning of our participation. | told him how

t he Shei kh (Abu Abdul | ah) sent us his personal car which is
now on the front lines. He said to ne — and it appeared to
me that he did not believe what | said — that he would talk
to you about this car situation.

c — Afterwards, | asked himfor a house for us to use
as a headquarters because we have tired fromthe rent and
the properties. He told ne that they had noved away from
Wazir Akbar Khan and the center of Kabul. They had noved



to the outskirts of Kabul far from observation, because
Sul ai man Al-* Anri (The Saudi Consul) has asked about us and
i s concerned about our news. He has eyes to follow us, and
we nust show deference to their (the Taliban) position and
not show defiance or enbarrass them!!!1111112?27 So he sent
Mul I ah Hamad Al l ah Zahid to find us an appropriate house.
May God bl ess him and keep him standing in the truth.

Finally, he sent his greetings to all of you
- Please talk to himabout the cars, he prom sed that
he woul d.

3 — W have sent brother Mrouis (Shahib) on his way, after
supplying himw th the necessary reasons and securing his
needs. Just about no one knows about this except nme, may
God keep him

4 — W have |earned that one of the Pakistani prisoners has
been rel eased from prison after his brother and father went
to Bengshir via the Pakistani and Afghani |earned nen. He
told themthat in the Dashtarak prison in Bengshir there
were three Arab brothers, their nanes according to what he
remenbered are (Ali, Mahnoud, Abeed), two of whom have | eg
injuries, (Abeed and Ali). They were shot after they were
captured, and they sustained serious injuries. They have
gone without treatment until the Red Cross intervened and
began treatnment, along with the rest of the injured. Now
their injuries are doing well. W also learned that their
fourth colleague with themwas al so injured. However, the
eneny shot and killed himwhen they were captured. He
doesn’t know himor his nane, or where he cones from or
anyt hi ng about him or where he was. According to their
descriptions in their nenory, (Abeed is Abu Abeeda - and
his name was Onran earlier) (And Mahnmoud is Abu Yusef Al
Sudani) and (Ali is Abu Abdullah Al -Layli) and the other
two are fromthe group of the Sheikh's son who joined us at
the end of the matter. The three were in the back of the
house belonging to the brothers there. The fourth one in
the house was Ibn al -Jarah who is possibly the one that was
killed (This is only a possibility). The brother who
visited us in the house also nentioned that that he heard
that there is an Arab with 12 Paki stanis who are now
prisoners, who are now in Jabal al-Siraj, and this brother
i s possibly (Nabisha). This also is only a possibility,
since the last of the fol ks have cone down fromthe
mountain. He could have been the |last of the Afghanis and
Paki stanis, at that tinme he was on the nountain in
